Discipline

Corporal Punishment is Ban in the School

This is to remind all teachers and students
that corporal punishment is ban in the school.
Therefore, under no guise should teachers,
staff or senior students administer corporal
punishment or engage in conduct that may
amount to harassment, bullying or abuse of
authority. All staff are required to adhere
strictly to their professional roles and
responsibilities at all times by maintaining
appropriate professional boundaries in their
interaction with students. Furthermore, senior
students are not allowed to mete out
punishment or disciplinary measure to their
juniors. Consequently, any staff member or
senior students who violate this ban will be
appropriately sanctioned.

Health Matters
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The School Medical Inspection Room (MIR),
plays a vital role in the administration of
students’ health matters like; neatness and
personal hygiene among other health related
issues. It has been observed that some
students prior to resumption have health
challenges not known to the school. In view of
this, the school has made it mandatory for all
students with medical challenges to come
along with medical report on resumption. The
aim is to assist the school medical personnel
to evaluate, recommend and follow up
treatment where applicable. However, this
has not been fully complied with. Parents are
therefore reminded to please do the needful
in this regard.

Drugs/Medication

No drug is allowed into the hostel. All
prescribed drugs/medication for students at
home should be deposited in the school MIR.

Feeding

With the upward review in feeding, Ration
Cash Allowance (RCA), the feeding of the
students has improved in quality and quantity.

Payment of School Fees

All payment of School Fees has been
harmonized through a generated Reference
number that will be given to each student
from Directorate of Command Schools Services
(DCSS). The payment is made online through
invoice issue to each student. Students who
have not received their invoice can contact
the following phone number 08167722815 or
08032292166 by supplying details of the
students; Name: Class: Status:. Payment of
school fees and other levies made through POS
or Bank Transfer will not be accepted. All
serving and retired personnel are to present
the photocopy of their ID Card, Part 2 orders
and Introduction letter of only their biological
children in the school.

ATM Card

Use of ATM Card is not allowed by students in
the school. However, if the students must
bring ATM card to the school it must be
deposited with the guardian of the student.

Report sheet

All Parents/Guardians are to access the school
website online to check for their children’s
newsletter and results.

Dressing

The school management observed with
dismay, that dressing code of Command
Schools has been compromised by students.
Henceforth, students who sew Baggy trousers
will be seized and burnt. Consequently,
Parents/Guardian should ensure replacement
of tored trousers in conformity with the school
rules and regulation.

Body Spray/Roll On
