Drupe fruit or stone fruit is an indehiscent fruit in which an outer fleshy part (exocarp or skin and mesocarp or flesh) surrounds a single cell of hardened endocarp with a seed (kernel) inside. These fruits usually develop from a single carpel and mostly from flowers with superior ovaries. Flowering plants that produce drupes include coffee, jujube, mango, olive, most palms.

Berry fruits is a fleshy fruit without a stone produced from a single flower containing one ovary. Berry so defined include grapes, currant, and tomatoes as well as cucum-bers, eggplants and banana. Berries may be formed from one or more carpels from the same flower that is, from a simple or a compound ovary. The seeds are usually embedded in the fleshy interior of the ovary, but there are some non-fleshy exceptions such as peppers, with air rather than pulp around their seeds. A plant that bears berries is said to be Bacciferous or Baccate. 

The differences between drupe and berry fruits is that; drupe's endocarp is always stony while in berries the endocarp is not stony and may be absent. The second is that drupe's seed are enclosed by endocarp while in berries the seed are enclosed by mesocarp. The third is that drupe is a fleshy fruit with three distinct layer of pericarp while Berry has 3 layers of pericarp that are not distinct.
