1. Cipher, also called encryp tion algorithms, are systems for encrypting and decrypting data. A cipher converts the original message, called plaintext into ci phertext using a key to deter mine how it is done. Cipher are generally categorize according to how they work and by how their key is used for encryption and decryption. When a cipher uses the same key for encry ption and decryption, they are known as assymetric key algori thims or others.

2. Code is a term used to des cribe text that is written using the protocol of a particular lan guage by a computer program mer. Code can also be used in a less formal fashion to refer to text written for markup or lan guage styling like HTML and CSS (Cascading Style Sheet).

3. Encryption is the method by which information is converted into secret code that hides the information's true meaning. The science of encrypting and de crypting information is called cryptography. In computing, un encrypted data is called cipher text. The formulas used to en code and decode message are called encryption algorithm or ci pher.

4. Fire wall is a network security system that monitor and control incoming and outgoing network traffic based on predetermined security rule. A firewall typically establishes a barrier between a trusted network and an untrus ted network such as the Inter net. At its most basic, a firewall is essentially the barrier that sit between a private Internet net work and the public Internet.
